IV. Reading comprehension.


The procedure of donating blood has been in use since World War I. Blood is needed for transfusion, mainly for surgical procedures and for accident victims. Donors usually give a pint of whole blood, which is then divided into platelets, white blood cells, and red blood cells.


One can donate blood (for red blood cells) about once every two months. Another form of donation called pheresis is just for donating platelets, which are separated from the blood and used for patients going through bone marrow transplants or chemotherapy. A pint of blood is collected, the platelets are removed, and then the processed blood is transfused back to the donor. This process takes place eight times to get the amount of platelets needed. Pheresis donors can give platelets every two weeks, because the body replaces the platelets more quickly than it replaces red blood cells. In addition, this method yields as many platelets as ten normal whole blood donations.


Donated blood is routinely tested for a multitude of foreign bodies, such as HIV (which causes AIDS), hepatitis B, and syphilis. In addition, blood that will be used by newborns and infants is usually irradiated to eliminate harmful elements in the blood.
